Evaluation Strategy

Several evaluation strategies will be used that involve both formative and summative methods throughout the internet safety unit. These evaluations will provide a picture for the instructor of what students know prior to beginning this unit, what they are gaining during the unit, and what they have learned by the end. 

Prior to beginning the unit, a student survey is given to each student in the class. This survey checks what words and concepts they recognize prior to beginning our discussion. This method allows the teacher to determine what prior knowledge each student has about internet safety subjects. 

During each subunit, students will be evaluated using both formative and summative methods. The formative methods allow the teacher to check for understanding during the units. Informal observations will be conducted during classroom discussion, small group work and by using general questioning strategies. Periodically, students are also given three-question “quick- quizzes” to assess what they remember about previous lessons and to check for understanding.
Summative assessments will also be used to evaluate students. Students will have projects incorporating all of their material. These will include authentic assessments that allow students to create and design real projects that others can use to gain knowledge about these important issues. Students create a personal information collage about themselves (computer-based) using strategies to protect their identities. In addition, they design checklists others can use to deem if their information and actions are appropriate online. Also, students create informational pages and slogans about illegal downloading and computer based cyberbullying presentations to educate their peers on these topics. Their projects are rubric based allowing students to be responsible for knowing the information but demonstrating their knowledge in a more “authentic” way. In addition to the above evaluation strategies, students also are asked to complete a written piece about the topics that they learned and what they gained from learning about internet safety.  
All of the evaluation strategies mentioned above allow the teacher to assess what students are gaining throughout each subunit and as a result of the overall unit as well.
