a. Tenement house act

Moral Reform

1. Progressives pushed for Prohibition:

a. Banning the manufacturing, sale, and transportation of alcoholic beverages

b. Thought it would reduce crime and corruption

c. Eighteenth Amendment (1917)

i. Barred the manufacturing, sale, and transportation of alcoholic beverages

ii. Repelled in 1933 

Progressives and Racial Discrimination

1. Progressives worried about poor not blacks

2. NAACP = National Association for the Advancement of colored People

a. Dedicated to ending racial discrimination

3. National Urban League

a. Worked to improve job opportunities and housing

4. Americanization

a. Process of preparing foreign born residents for full time U.S. citizenship

PROGRESSIVE POLITICIANS

1. Election Reforms

a. Direct primary: nominating election in which the voter chooses the candidate who will later run in the general election

b. 17th Amendment = gave voters the power to elect their senators directly

c. Secret Ballot

d. Initiative: gave voters the power to introduce legislation.

e. Referendum: signatures to a petition, citizens can force a recently placed bill on the ballot, allowing voters to approve or veto the measure

f. Recall: enables voters to remove an elected official from office by calling for a special election

a. United Mine Workers Strike

i. Arbitration: allowing a third party to help settle differences

3. SQUARE DEAL

a. Balancing the interests of business, consumers, and labor.

b. Limiting the power of trusts, promoting public health and safety, improving working conditions.

4. Elkins Act & Hepburn Act
a. Turned Interstate commerce Commission (ICC) into a significant regulatory agency.

5. Meat Inspection Act & Pure Food and Drug Act
a. Federal inspection of all meat shipped across state lines

b. Forbade manufacture, sale, or transportation of food and medicine containing harmful substance. Ingredient labels.

6. Protecting the environment

a. Conservation of out natural resources

b. Reclamation: making damaged land productive again

c. Created National Park Service

a. Extended powers of ICC to telephone and telegraph companies

b. Promoted environmental conservation

c. 16th Amendment: levy taxes based on income (graduated Income Tax)
