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Subunit Intended Learning Outcomes
Subunit One:  Choosing a Topic

1. The student will generate a topic and open ended questions for research and develop a plan for gathering information. (Research 7.1) 

2. The student will explain defining characteristics of a biography. (Literary Text 7.6)

Subunit Two:  Identifying and Using Sources

1. The student will identify appropriate sources and gather relevant information from multiple sources. (Research 7.2)

2. The student will identify and explain the importance of validity in sources, including publication date, coverage, language, pints of view, and describe primary and secondary sources. (Research 7.3)

3. The student will analyze and organize important information, and select appropriate sources to support central ideas, concepts and themes. (Research 7.4)

Subunit Three: Creating a Written Report

1. The student will select an appropriate structure for organizing information in a systematic way. (Research 7.4 and Writing Process 7.5)

2. The student will establish a thesis statement for informational writing. (Writing Process 7.3)
3. The student will organize writing with an effective and engaging introduction, body and a conclusion that summarizes, extends or elaborates on points or ideas in the writing. (Writing Process 7.6)
4. The student will integrate quotations an citations into written text to maintain a flow of ideas. (Research 7.5)

5. The student will group related ideas into paragraphs, including topic sentences following paragraph form, and maintain a consistent focus across paragraphs. (Writing Process 7.8)
6. The student will use available technology to compose text. (Writing Process 7.10)

7. The student will add and delete information and details to better elaborate on a stated central idea and to more effectively accomplish purpose. (Writing Process 7.12)

8. The student will proofread writing, edit to improve conventions and identify and correct fragments and run-ons. (Writing Process 7.15)

9. The student will apply tools to judge the quality of writing. (Writing Process 7.16)

10. The student will use an appropriate form of documentation, with teacher assistance, to acknowledge sources (works cited). (Research 7.7)

11. The student will prepare for publication writing that follows a format appropriate to the purpose, using such techniques as electronic resources, principles of design and graphis to enhance the final project. (Writing Process 7.16)

Subunit Four:  Creating an Oral Report

1. The student will demonstrate an understanding of the rules of the English language and select language appropriate to purpose and audience. (Communication 7.5)

2. The student will adjust volume, phrasing, enunciation, voice modulation and inflection to stress important ideas and impact audience response. (Communication 7.6)

3. The student will deliver informal presentations that:

a. demonstrate an understanding of the topic and present events or ideas in a logical sequence;

b. support the controlling idea or thesis with well-chosen and relevant facts;

c. include an effective introducation and conclusion and use a consistent organizational structure;

d. use appropriate visual materials; and 

e. draw from multiple sources and identify sources used. (Communication 7.8 a-e)
