Cross-Curricular Unit: Bears

 Learning Outcomes

Math

· Students will be able to develop a system to group and count by twos, fives, and tens.

· Students will be able to measure with non-standard units.

· Students will be able to measure with standard units.

· Students will be able to read and write numerals for numbers.

· Students will be able to use ordinal numbers to order objects.

· Students will be able to sort, classify and order objects by two or more attributes and explain how they were sorted.

Science

· Students will be able to explore that organisms have basic needs which include air, water, food, living space and shelter.

· Students will be able to investigate that animals eat plants and/or other animals for food and may also use plants or other animals for shelter and nesting.

· Students will be able to explore that animals have body parts that help to seek, find and take in food when they are hungry.

· Students will be able to recognize that seasonal changes can influence the health, survival or activities of organisms.

· Students will be able to identify and describe similarities and differences exist among the same kind of animal.

· Students will be able to ask “what happens when” questions.

· Students will be able to pursue and explore student-generated “what happens when” questions.

Reading

· Students will be able to decode words by using letter-sound matches.

· Students will be able to use knowledge of common words families to sound out unfamiliar words.

· Students will be able to blend two to four phonemes into words.

· Students will be able to read text using fluid and automatic decoding skills.

· Students will be able to read aloud with changes in emphasis, voice, timing, and expression that show a recognition of punctuation and an understanding of meaning. 

· Students will be able to establish a purpose for reading. 

· Students will be able to make predictions while reading and support predictions with information from the text with prior knowledge or experience. 

· Students will be able to create and use graphic organizers, with teacher assistance, to demonstrate comprehension.

· Students will be able to answer literal, simple inferential and evaluative questions to demonstrate comprehension 

· Students will be able to independently read books for various purposes

· Students will be able to identify central ideas and supporting details of informational text. 

· Students will be able to identify differences between stories, poems, and plays.

· Students will be able to recognize predictable patterns in stories and poems. 

Writing

· Students will be able to generate writing ideas through discussion with others. 

· Students will be able to use organizational strategies to plan writing

· Students will be able to mimic language from literature when appropriate.

· Students will be able to print legibly and space letters, words and sentences appropriately. 

· Students will be able to spell words correctly with short vowel patterns.

· Students will be able to spell high-frequency words correctly.

· Students will be able to use end punctuation correctly. 

· Students will be able use correct capitalization. 

· Students will be able correct nouns, verbs, and adjectives. 

· Students will be able to construct complete sentences with subjects and verbs.

· Students will be able to reread own writing for clarity.
