Word Recognition
· The students will identify rhyming words with the same or different spelling patterns. (knowledge) 
· The students will use letter-sound knowledge and structural analysis to decode words. (application)
· The students will use common and complex word families to sound out unfamiliar words. (application)
· The students will demonstrate a growing stock of sight words. (application)
Reading Fluency
· The students will read text using fluid and automatic decoding skills. (application)
· The students will read passages fluently with changes in tone, voice, timing, and expression. (application)
Vocabulary
· The students will determine the meaning of unknown words using a variety of context clues, including word, sentence and paragraph clues. (application)
· The students will use context clues to determine the meaning of homophones, homonyms, and homographs. (application, Knowledge)
· The students will apply the meaning of the terms synonyms and antonyms. (application)
· The students will apply the knowledge of individual words in unknown compound words to determine their meanings. (comprehension, application)
· The students will apply knowledge of prefixes, including un-, re-, pre-, and suffixes, including –er, -est, -ful, and –less to determine meaning of unknown words. (comprehension, application) 

· The students will decode and determine the meaning of words by using knowledge of root words and their various inflections. (knowledge, comprehension) 
Comprehension Strategies
· The students will identify important information from their reading passages. (knowledge)
· The students will predict content, events and outcomes by using chapter titles, section headers, illustrations and story topics, and support those predictions with examples from the text. (comprehension)
· The students will make inferences regarding events and possible outcomes from information in the text. (analysis) 
· The students will monitor their reading comprehension and clarify if it does not make sense by rereading, looking at pictures or diagrams, or using context clues to figure out an unknown word. (application)
· The students will pose questions before or during reading and read to find the answers to these questions. (synthesis, knowledge)
· The students will summarize texts, sequencing information accurately and include main ideas and details as appropriate. (synthesis, evaluation)
· The students will use graphic organizers to demonstrate comprehension. (synthesis)
