Evaluation Strategy


The main purpose of literacy assessments is to find out what students know, what students need to know, and what teachers need to do to adjust curriculum and instruction or provide intervention.


Formative Assessments
1. Kindergarteners are given the K-RAL (Kindergarten reading assessment) prior to entering Kindergarten.  This assessment gives teachers an indicator of where a child is at with their literacy skills.  It measures, letter recognition, rhyming skills, initial sound recognition, listening skills, and recognition of similar word patterns. 

2. The Dibels Assessment is given three times per year to measure student progress as well.  This assessment measures, initial sound fluency, letter naming fluency, word segmentation, and nonsense word fluency.
3. Observation and anecdotal records are also kept for each student.  This is where information can be recorded about the student’s strengths and weaknesses as well as lessons that meet the student’s needs.

Summative Assessments

1. This year in Kindergarten, our school district administered the IOWA test in May to evaluate student’s progress.

2. Students are given paper/pencil tests to evaluate initial sound recognition.
3. Individual assessments are given to all students after a concept is taught.  A checklist is kept for each student to measure growth.
