The Odd One Out
Purpose:  To help students develop phonemic awareness.  Words will focus on beginning, middle, and end sound discrimination.
Materials:  

· Bag

· 10 sets of three words (can, cart, and hat)  
Procedure:

  In small/individual groups have student read three words of a group.  Ask students to listen to each word as they say it.  What do they have in common?  How are they different?  What sounds do you hear?  Have student find the odd word.  How is this word different?  Student places that word in the bag.  Continue with the remaining word groups.

Accommodations:

   Record students saying the word and let them listen to themselves saying it.
Follow up activities:

  Student sorts words into new groups (same beginning, middle, and/or end sound).

  Student changes a letter in the word so that it fits in the original group.
