· This is our districts approved Kindergarten Social Studies manual that is the foundation for my project.  In Unit One students learn the characteristics of a “Good Citizen” and explains that rules help people get along.  The objective of this unit is to teach children that when you follow the rules you acting like a good citizen.  This resource includes the following materials; leveled readers, center activities, lesson plans, assessment options, worksheets, vocabulary card, timeline, technological support, maps, and other visual material.

· Both of the resources mentioned above are from the same company and are used in the same manner.  The first one: Quick Flip Activities for Character Education incorporates the seven pillars of character education activities into classroom lesson plans that will help students to develop an understanding of the principles of good character.  This resource encourages teachers to write daily reminders on the board for each character trait and to refer to them throughout the day.  
· The second flip book divides Bloom’s Taxonomy up into 6 domains beginning with the lowest level of thinking to the highest level for evaluating information.  This resource provides a definition of each level and list sample questions for a teacher to administer as a way to challenge their students.  These are currently being used in my classroom and I feel both will continue to be an asset when creating my lesson plans for the Citizenship Unit.

· This teacher resource helps to develop a classroom discipline plan for elementary classrooms. It describes what a discipline plan is and how it can work for your students.  Included are creative ideas for classroom rules, positive reinforcements as well as consequences. This resource also includes reproducible that will aid in the development and implementation of your classroom discipline plan.  It is important to have a discipline plan in place BEFORE the students arrive.  During the first few days of school teachers are establishing classroom rules; this ties into Unit One of the Social Studies lessons that I intend to use for my final project and have addressed on my C-map. This resource will help establish classroom rules that are clearly stated for student understanding so that they can grow into good citizens that are capable of defining acceptable and unacceptable student behavior.
