Sequencing Rationale

     The fifth grade sequencing takes place in a number of ways. The different evaluations that are being used allows for this to happen. This first thing that a student will do is to take the STAR test in math. After they have taken the test, their score is looked at by the teacher and they are placed in the appropriate grade level in Accelerated math. A fifth grade student may be placed in third grade math. This allows for the student to grow throughout the year eventually ending up in the fifth grade math. They will continue to work on Accelerated Math throughout the year. This is also a way to differentiate instruction.

     During the year, the students will be focusing on the fifth grade state indicators for mathematics. The content standards are being taught and reviewed all year. Each week the student will take a short-cycle assessment in a content area and mark their progress on a graph that they are given. Each skill is reviewed weekly.

     Once they understand the standard, they then need to work on the written response questions. This is a weak area that needs for practice. Modeling written response at the beginning is a way to help the student understand what they are to be writing as a response. After that, each student will have written responses in Accelerated Math, short-cycle assessments and Buckle Down. This allows for students to be confident in their math skills and be successful in the real world.
