Evaluation Strategy

Mathematics is a subject which builds upon itself.  Each year students will develop a deeper understanding of numbers.  This progress of number sense is a vital part of the students future in mathematics.  The growth of the skills of ordering, comparing, and converting fractions, decimals, and percents will aide not only in future math classes, but in life.  

To measure the improvement of each student, a formative assessment will be used.  Teachers and aides will conduct most of the evaluations.  Students will be required to complete homework on newly learned skills to help solidify the concept.  Homework may also include questions that review previously learned material.  Quizzes will be given weekly over new and old material.  Everyday students will have time to complete classroom activities such as Problems of the Day and Puzzler.  Problems of the day resembles problems on the Ohio Achievement Tests.  Students will answer these questions in either extended answer, short answer or by showing work.  Puzzler has the students use critical thinking and problem solving skills to arrive at an answer of a real world problem.  Students will also have computer work each week.  The website assigned will allow the student to practice a learned concept while tracking their progress.  Class work usually consists of worksheets that again provide practice for students to work on newly and previously learned material.  Pre and post test will be given to assess the students progress of comprehension.  The projects will have certain instructions, yet allow the students to explore what interests them.  The projects will be graded on accuracy, data depiction, and neatness.

The formative assessments of the unit will be documented and saved by the teacher and curriculum designer each year this unit is taught.  After several years worth of data, a summative assessment will be made on how effective this unit is.  The data will be compared with other teachers who have taught this unit in a different order or at a different time within the curriculum.  Based on the results, a decision will be made pertaining to the timing of the material within the curriculum and sequence of the unit itself.
