EVALUATION STRATEGY

It is imperative that the American Civil War and Reconstruction be taught in a way that shows how it still affects the nation today. The students must be empowered with an effective curriculum on the American Civil War and Reconstruction and the curriculum will be assessed by using both formative and summative evaluation methods.

 
The formative evaluation will be done in a few ways. The teacher of the unit will first administer to the students a pre assessment in order to determine the students knowledge about the American Civil War and Reconstruction. The teacher will also assign a research project to help the students see the value in the unit. Then at the end of the unit the students will take a post-assessment that is aligned with the Ohio Academic Content Standards, to evaluate the students’ knowledge.


The summative evaluation will be done by examining the students test scores at the High School level, and by having meetings with the social studies staff to evaluate if the material is being taught correctly. The Ohio Achievement Assessment will provide the statistical information to see where there needs to be improvement on the students’ knowledge of the American Civil War and Reconstruction.
