Subunit Two: Explain the course and the consequences of the Civil War

· Students will identify and examine the contribution of key individuals: Abraham Lincoln, Robert E. Lee, Ulysses S. Grant and Jefferson Davis.

· Students will be able to analyze the Battle of Antietam and the outcome of the Emancipation Proclamation
· Students will investigate the Battle of Gettysburg with the emphasis on Abraham Lincoln’s Gettysburg Address.

· Students will analyze the 1864 Presidential Election and explain the importance of Abraham Lincoln’s Second Inaugural Address.

· Students will comprehend the importance of Robert E. Lee’s surrender at Appomattox Court House

· Students will explore the Assassination of Abraham Lincoln and the political problems for President Andrew Johnson
· Students will be able to describe the Civil War Amendments of the 13th, 14th, and 15th
· Students will explore the development of the Radical Republican and the Impeachment of President Andrew Johnson
· Students will evaluate the Black Codes and the Ku Klux Klan and the effect it had on racial relationship throughout the nation
· Students will be able to explore and analyze the Presidential Election of Rutherford B. Hayes and the end of Reconstruction in 1877
