Lesson Objective(s):  Students will be able to identify eyes and the function of them, as well as, which sense is used by them.

Activity/Procedures:
1. Hold up the picture of the eyes and ask, “What does the orange look like?” to gain their interest.

2. Explain that we will be doing an experiment our eyes using oranges.

3. Pass around 2-3 oranges.

4. Ask the students what they see: Color? Texture? Shape? Size?

5. Pass out prompts with colors, textures, and shapes for non verbal students.

6. Have students write down answers in the “Fact” column of the chart.

Closure:  Discuss the findings of the experiment and compare the answers on the Guess side of the chart to the Fact side.

· Experiment strips (for nonverbal/nonreader students)

Lesson Objective(s):  Students will be able to identify nose and the function of them, as well as, which sense is used by it.
Academic Content Standard:  Scientific Inquiry

Benchmark:  A

Functional Curriculum:  MS1, HS3
Activity/Procedures:
7. Hold up the picture of the nose and ask, “What does the orange smell like?” to gain their interest.

8. Explain that we will be doing an experiment with our noses using oranges.

9. Slice one orange in half and pass the halves around the group (watch out for students who try to eat the demonstration orange).

10. Ask the students what they smell:  Good/bad? Sweet/stinky? Do you like the smell? (prompts for nonverbal students) 

11. Have students write down/ point to answers in the “Fact” column of the chart 

Closure:  Discuss the findings of the experiment and compare the answers on the Guess side of the chart to the Fact side.  Tell them they can eat the oranges if they would like.

Lesson Objective(s):  Students will be able to identify their fingers and the function of them, as well as, which sense is used by it.
Academic Content Standard:  Scientific Inquiry

Benchmark:  A

Functional Curriculum:  MS5, HS3
Activity/Procedures:
12. Hold up the picture of the fingers and ask, “How does the orange feel?” to gain their interest.

13. Explain that we will be doing an experiment our fingers using oranges.

14. Pass around pieces of the orange peel. Have the students feel the inside and the outside of the peel.

15. Ask the students what they feel:  Hot/cold? Smooth/Rough? Do you like the way it feels? (prompts for nonverbal students)

16. Have students write down/point to answers in the “Fact” column of the chart 

Closure:  Discuss the findings of the experiment and compare the answers on the Guess side of the chart to the Fact side.  Tell them they can eat the oranges if they would like.
Materials Needed:

Academic Content Standard:  Scientific Inquiry (Number, Number Sense and Operations, Measurment)
Benchmark: A
Functional Curriculum:  HS1
Activity/Procedures:
17. Hold up the picture of the ear and ask, “How does the orange sound?” to gain their interest.

18. Give each student a quarter of the orange and show them how to squeeze it into a glass.  Ask students how many quarters make up the whole orange?

19. Ask the students to be very quiet and listen to each student takes his/her turn making the orange juice.

20. Ask the students what it sounds like:  Loud/quiet?  Nice/not nice?

21. Have students write down answers in the “Fact” column of the chart 

22. After squeezing orange for juice into cup, measure amount of liquid.

Closure:  Discuss the findings of the experiment and compare the answers on the Guess side of the chart to the Fact side.  Tell them they can drink the orange juice if they would like.

· Measuring cups
· Glasses

Procedures:

24. Give each student a glass of orange juice and a few slices of orange.

25. Give the students time to eat the orange slices and then ask them what they taste like:  Good/bad? Sweet/sour? Soft/hard? Chewy/mushy?

26. Talk to the students about the juice and the orange slices.  They are both oranges, but how are they the same and how are they different?

27. Have students write down answers in the “Fact” column of the chart 

Closure:  Discuss the findings of the experiment and compare the answers on the Guess side of the chart to the Fact side.  Tell them they can drink the orange juice and eat the orange slices if they would like.

Stations

1. Station #1 ~ Mystery Box 
Materials: large cardboard box that has four holes cut out with socks covering the holes, so that students can reach in without seeing the object; any common object, such as a stuffed animal, to place in the box 

2. Station #2 ~ Eye Spy 
Materials: Two similar pictures where six features are slightly different in picture one than in picture two. 

3. Station #3 ~ Exploring with Sound 
Materials: shoe box with, tape, marble, two rectangular blocks, each about one-third the width of the shoe box. 

4. Station #4 ~ Yummy (Taste) 
Materials: Cotton Swabs, four cups with 10 ounces of water in each, four spoons to stir (one per cup). Place vinegar (1 ounce) into cup one, one tablespoon of each of the following: Epsom salts (cup two), sugar (cup three), table salt (cup four). 

5. Station #5 ~ The Nose Knows (Smell) 
Materials: Five cups with 10 ounces of water in each, five spoons for stirring, 5 drops each of the following: peppermint extract (cup one), vanilla extract (cup two), cherry extract (cup three), cinnamon extract (cup four), and perfume (cup five) 

Science Activity:  "It Smells Like..."

This science activity encourages children to observe, compare and use language skills as they describe scented items. 

You will need: 
One 35 mm film canister with pinholes in the top for each of the following scented items: (use cotton balls for the liquid scents) 
  

	onions 
vanilla extract 
vinegar 
cinnamon
	rubbing alcohol 
coffee grounds 
perfume 
peanut butter
	banana chunk 
lemon oil 
peppermint extract 
mothballs


In advance, put pinholes in the top of each film canister.  Then put a scented item or scented cotton ball in each canister. 

Start your group talking about the sense of smell by asking everyone to close their eyes and spraying a little perfume into the air.  When the children open their eyes ask them what they smell.  Talk about how our noses help us smell things and introduce one canister.  While each child smells the scent, talk about what it smells like. 
Encourage the use of descriptive words. 

Next, introduce the other film canisters, making certain each child has one.  Allow time for children to talk about the smells and encourage older youngsters to exchange canister.  Ask, "Can you guess what it is by the way it smells?"  After children have opportunities to guess, open each canister.  Show them how you poured the liquid onto cotton balls to create the "smelliest" 

Finally, place the closed canisters in the science area for future smell investigations.
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
