Rationale

The unit, People in Societies, is divided into 3 subunits:  Individuals, Families and Meeting Human Needs.  The unit begins with the student and then expanding to the community around them.

The first subunit, “Individuals”, allows the student to begin looking at the characteristics of themselves.  Te students begin with identifying characteristics such as hair, eyes and skin.  Then the students compare their characteristics to classmates and teachers who they are now familiar with.

The second subunit, “Families”, the students are identifying people who can make up a family.  With this, the students are again looking at characteristics to identify which stage of life family members belong to.  Also, the students are introduced to items used and/or needed for individuals in the different stages.  Finally, the students use this knowledge to help define who is in their own family while classifying members into different stages of life.

The third subunit, “Meeting Human Needs”, the students expand their knowledge into the community they live.  The students learn about needs each person has and how they are met.  For example, where do people buy food and clothes.  Also, the types of homes the students and others live.  The students are introduced to various jobs within the community along with the different people within their family who may have one of these jobs.  Lastly, the student lean how jobs are needed in order to meet the basic needs of a person.
