Evaluation

The students’ progress and understanding of the different concepts will be a portfolio reflecting students work along with highlights of the experiences of the students.  The students will create or color a picture of them depicting their characteristics.  Afterwards, the student will complete comparative sentences using picture sentences and words to complete the sentences.  The sentences will be used to show the students understanding of their own characteristics and classmates.  

As apart of “Families”, the students will create a timeline of pictures depicting the stages of life.  The students will create a general timeline displaying each of the stages first.  Afterwards, they will use pictures of their own family members to show which stage of life each belongs.  The students will become familiar with the items related or used in the different stages of life via pointing or verbalizations.

Lastly during the unit, “Meeting Human Needs”, the students will be taken into the community to shop at a grocery and clothing store.  Here the students will identify items needed to meet their needs.  The students will also visit different places of employment within their community.  If the place of employment is unable to be visited, a representative will be brought into the classroom.

At the end of the unit, a survey will be sent home to the parents.  The survey will compare the new and old curriculum.  The survey will ask the parents if the new curriculum provided the students more real world experiences versus the last curriculum.
