Evaluation Strategy
     Both formative and summative evaluation strategies will be used to assess the learning outcomes of this unit. However, because this unit is geared and focuses on beginning readers who are not formally writing yet, most of the assessment/evaluation will be done by observation and one on one. The students will be monitored during each oral assessment as well as group lessons. An individual log with each student’s name will be kept to log student assessment/evaluation. Teachers will monitor those students who are having difficulty with any concept taught. A review lesson will be given in small group for those students and a follow assessment will follow. 
      Learning Labs are set up in the classrooms for multiple reasons which consist of the following:
√ To have students work and manipulate letters to identify the sounds they make.
√ To have students use phonic ear device for the formation of letter sounds.

√ To have students listen to recorded sounds on tape for support in the identification of phonemes. 

√ To provide an environment for observation in an informal manner to track student’s progress.

   Students will receive feedback during the assessment so that correction can be applied to help form the appropriate phonemes with letters. (The English language has many difficult letter sound combinations that can be very confusing to early learners. Quick check and correction is essential so that improper association doesn’t become apart of the students application of the language).
