United States as a World Power 

Curricular Design Objectives:

Subunit One: Reasons for Imperialism

· Students will be able to explain the link between Social Darwinism and the United States Imperialism

· Students will make connections between the desire to compete with European powers and the military expansion of the United States due to Imperialism

· Students will demonstrate an understanding of the role of expanded markets play in the desire for United States Imperialism

· Students will research and present information on the effects of Imperialism on the native culture

Subunit Two: Spanish American War

1. Cuba

· Students will understand the role that Yellow Journalists played in the involvement of the United States in the Cuban Revolution from Spain

· Students will be able to describe the Spanish military tactics during the Cuban Revolution from Spain.

· Students will identify the United States’ role in the Cuban Independence movement.

· Students will be able to identify the economic and political ties to Cuba prior to the Independence movement.

· Students will be able to describe the Platt Amendment and analyze the effects on the United States as well as Cuba.

· Students will be able to describe major points of the Peace of Paris.

2. Philippines

· Students will be able to describe the United States attack of the Spanish fleet at Manila Bay.

· Students will analyze the effects of the United States signing the Peace of Paris on the relationship between native Filipinos and U.S. soldiers in the Philippines.

· Students will identify the tactics that the United States used in the Philippines against the Filipino rebels and make comparisons with the Spanish in Cuba.

· Students will research and present information on the effects of Imperialism on the native culture.

Subunit Three: United States Imperialism in East Asia, South Pacific, Caribbean and South America

1. China

· Students will identify reasons for the United States desire for markets in China (Open Door Policy).

· Students will analyze the effects on Chinese culture due to the foreign imperialism, including but not specific to the Boxer Rebellion.

· Students will research and present information on the effects of Imperialism on the native culture

2. Puerto Rico

· Students will identify reasons for the United States desire for U.S. control of Puerto Rico, including but not specific to maintaining a presence in the Caribbean and building the Panama Canal.

· Students will identify the Foraker Act and analyze the effects on Puerto Rican culture.

· Students will research and present information on the effects of Imperialism on the native culture.

3. Hawaii

· Students will identify and analyze the effects of United States control of Hawaii.

· Students will identify the effects of the McKinley Tariff on the American sugar planters in Hawaii and examine why this may lead to their desire for statehood.
