Sequencing Rationale
This apple unit is sequenced according to subject areas taught in a classroom over the course of 6 weeks. The choice to sequence in this way was made in order to teach about apples without wearing out the luster of their meaning. Although there may be alternatives to the sequence chosen, the concepts taught in this unit are best done individually so that the student can build off of previous knowledge in order to learn more complex information about an apple. 
First, the formation and life cycle of an apple will be taught in the subject of science. Here the student will learn what an apple is and the process taken for it to come from the tree to our homes. This subunit provides the students with the framework of how an apple can be used among different ways in real life, not just to be eaten. 

Second, the history of the apple will be taught in the subject of social studies. Here, the student is able to learn the importance of the apple as an icon in our world today as well as how the apple was brought to different parts of our country by John Chapman. Students will also learn the significance of creating timelines to depict an event and the use of cardinal directions. In order to tie their importance from the past to the present, games played with apples are explored and played to understand another way that they are used. 
Third, the use of apples in math will be taught to the students. The purpose of this unit is to understand how something so simple can be used in everyday life. Math is where students will explore the importance of using fractions, patterns, estimation, and graphing but in an enjoyable way. Learning these concepts will pave the way of using apples in recipes and healthy living. 
The final 3 units will be taught in order of nutrition, language arts, and art. Each of the remaining three units will be taught during separate weeks but with all having the same purpose of reinforcement in mind. During these weeks students will put to work what they have learned by using their new knowledge to make recipes and healthy snacks, create art projects, and to apply what they have learned into several forms of writing. All of the concepts taught in the final three units will provide culmination to the unit as well as make sure that the students have learned ways to tie their learning to real life.
