Unit Outcomes

Subunit One: The Nature of Matter

· Students will be able to define the term matter.

· Students will be able to give examples of the three states of matter, define their properties, and be able to locate examples of each in the classroom.

· Students will be able to explain how the molecules of solids, liquids, and gasses are different.
