What is it?


You will have the opportunity to choose 1 room in your house           (bedroom, bathroom, living room etc….) that you would like to           makeover or completely change.

How will I do this?


You will use sales ads from various stores that are provided for you.           You will also be able to search and “shop” online to view products.

How much money can I spend?

That depends on you! You will have a budget and it must be followed. You will start with a base amount of money ($1,000.00). Also, based on your current math grade, you will receive extra money for your budget.

           Ex: 90% = $900.00 + $1,000.00 = $1,900.00

           Ex: 83% = $830.00 + $1,000.00 = $1,830.00

How will I keep track of my money?


You will keep track of how much each item costs, the items you            purchase, and the quantity of each item using a table. The table must 

           be updated with every purchase.

What are the requirements?

Take pictures using a camera of what the room currently looks like. If           you do not have access to a camera, you can draw a picture of your           room using graph paper (the picture must be drawn using a scale).            You will download your pictures to be used in a Keynote presentation.           If you draw a picture, you will scan the picture to be used in a           Keynote presentation.

Complete a table that includes your budget, items purchased, cost, and quantity of each item. The table can be done right in Keynote.

Include appropriate graphs and measurements (You will need to measure the           perimeter, area and surface area of the room you are improving).


Ex: A circle graph could be used to display the percentage of your                  money that was spent on each item.


Ex: How many square feet of carpet do you need to purchase? What is                 the surface area of the walls you will be painting? What is the                 perimeter of your room for new baseboard?
