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Pre-Assessment
Unit:  Phonemic Awareness
Prior to completing the phonemic awareness unit the students will complete an assessment on sight word recognition. The words that will be used will consist of Dolch Sight Words. Students will begin with the 1st grade word list and depending on master of words they will go on to the 2nd grade list or move down to the primer/kindergarten list. 

 In addition to sight word recognition, students will be given an assessment on matching rhyming words as well as say it fast, break it down assessment to determine knowledge/master of letter blending and letter segmenting. A checklist will be used during the assessment both pre and post assessment.

Phonemic Awarenss Learning Outcomes
1. The students will be able to apply phonemic awareness strategies through hearing the sounds that make up words, seeing relationships between sounds and altering and rearranging sounds to create new words. (Cognitive Skill, Pshychomotor-Preceptual Skill).

2. The students will be able to develop an awareness of sounds through rhyming (Cognitive Skill)
3. The students will be able to hear individual phonemes in words and blend together to make new words. (Psychomotor-Perceptual Skill)

4. The students will be able segment phonemes to read and spell. (Cognitive Skill)

5. Master seventy five percent of sight words on Dolch Sight Words list by the end of the unit.

Phonemic Awareness

Lesson Plan One

Time Period Objective:
The student will develop an awareness of sounds through rhyming by generating a word that completes the sentence for meaning.
Materials Needed:

√ Jar

√ Rhyming sentences on strips of paper

√ Chart paper

√ Pencils and bland paper

√ Notebook

√ Rhyming activity sheets

Procedure:

1. Review (5 minutes) - Write the word red on chart paper. Next call on students one at a time to come up and write words that rhyme with red. Then discuss if the word written rhymes with red and have students explain why it does or does not rhyme. (What makes the word rhyme?) Continue with the following words: rake, bat, hop, hen, and ball.
2. (2 minutes) – Pull rhyming sentence strips form the jar and read it aloud emphasizing the first word. Do not read the rhyming word at the end of the sentence.
3. (10 minutes) – Next place students with a partner and pass out rhyming strips to each group. Allow students to work together to generate rhyming words to complete the sentences in their notebooks. 

4. (5 minutes) – Have students locate words around the room that rhyme with any of the words in their notebook. Call on different groups to share their new words with the class as the teacher writes the new words on the chart paper.

5. (10 minutes) – Students will complete a rhyming worksheet independently.
6. Closure – Provide immediate feedback on the worksheet answers and remind students why it’s important to be able to identify rhyming words and the general rule for rhyming. 
Phonemic Awareness

Lesson Plan Two

Time Period Objective:
The student will develop an awareness of sounds through rhyming and move to a rhythm, hear words that rhyme, and generate rhyming words.

Materials Needed:
√ CD Rhyming to the Beat, Volume 1 (Hartmann, 1996)

√ CD player

√ Notebooks

√Pencils

√ Chart Paper

Procedure:

1. Review (5 minutes) - List the following words on chart paper: bed, cake, ten, and ball.
2. Have students come up and write words under the word they think rhymes. (5 minutes)
3. Share with students that they will now “Rock with Rhythm” by making up movements to the music that has rhyming words in the lyrics. Play track # 3 (5-8 minutes) depending on how the students feel.
4. Next have students sit a big circle and play tracks 1 & 2. This time have students stand up when they hear a word that rhymes with the word you call out and swing their hands back and forth. If any students stand to a word that does not rhyme place a check by their name and after the song has ended ask them to share why the stood up and help clarify any misunderstanding. (15 minutes)
5. Closure (5 minutes) – Write the list of words on the chart paper that you called out during the music time. Have students identify what the rhyming word was and remind them of the general rules for rhyming. Collect their notebooks for a quick check of what they have recorded. Revise tomorrows’ lesson if necessary.
Phonemic Awareness

Lesson Plan Three

Time Period Objective:
The student will develop an awareness of sounds through rhyming by determining a rhyming word that makes sense in a story.

Materials Needed:
√ White boards

√ Dry erase markers

√ Paper, pencils

√ Copy of Duck in The Truck book by Jez Alborough 
Procedure:
1. Review (5 minutes) – Write the previous days rhyming words on the board and call on students come up and write the words that rhyme.

2. Show the cover of the book and ask students to identify the two words that rhyme (duck/truck). Tell students they will listen to a funny story about a duck in a truck and they will write the rhyming words on their white boards.

3. Read book but switch the word that rhymes to a word that doesn’t and see if students will notice that the word does not rhyme and then ask them to write the word that rhymes on their white board and do a quick check by walking around. Read the sentence over with the correct word. ( 10-15 minutes)
4. Closure (5 minutes) Read the story again not stopping and have students to “say” the rhyming word instead of writing it. * Very funny story students will love it!
Phonemic Awareness

Lesson Plan Four
Time Period Objective:
The student will develop an awareness of sounds through matching rhyming words with partners.

Materials Needed:

√ Rhyming activity sheets

√ Pencils

√ Pair-Share reproducible

√ Precut eggs and nests

Procedure:

1. Review (5 minutes) - rhyming words snake, top, men, bed, and fat. Have students choose one card that has the rhyming word printed on it.
Call out the word and have students to hold up their card if it rhymes. *This will give you a quick check on how well the students are doing with identifying rhyming words.

2.  (10 minutes) - Distribute the egg cut sheet to half of the students and the nest to the other half. Have students “fly” around to find the partner (nest) who has the word that rhymes. Have students say both words so they can hear the words and connect the rhyming part. 
3. (10 minutes) – Switch partners and read step 2 several times.

4. Closure- (5 minutes) Pass out pair-share sheet to students and have them complete. Do a quick check/assessment. 

Phonemic Awareness

Lesson Plan Five

Time Period Objective:
The student will develop an awareness of sounds through spelling words with rhyming patterns.
Materials Needed:

√ Plastic letter packs for each student

√ Place mats for each student

Procedure:
1. Review (5 minutes) the past four lessons reminding students that rhyming words have the same ending sounds/spelling patterns. 

2. Pass out letter packs and place mats to students.

3. Explain that they will use their letters to spell out the rhyming pattern in the words called out. 

4. Use the following list of words: (20 minutes)
Red                tell
Rake               bell
Hen                fell
Hop                duck
Top                truck
Pop                 mud
Cake               bud
Bake               box
Bed                fox
Make              ox
Fed                tall

Take              ball

5. Allow students time to manipulate the letters as they spell words that rhyme. 

6. Closure- (5 minutes) Re-cap all words that students spelled out using letters. Remind students of the purpose of identifying words that rhyme. 

Post-Assessment
After the unit was completed, students will be assessed again using the Dolch sight word list. The say it fast and the break it down assessment will be completed in which students will look at the words be able to say it fast and then break it down by each phoneme. A check list will be used to track student’s progress.
An average of all assessments given will provide data to help guide further instruction for students who still need intervention in the area of phonemic awareness. All five lessons provide students with different learning styles to tap into the one that best fits their own styles; listening, movement, tactile, and visual.
