

The anticipation guide was used as a pre-assessment tool to gather some idea of where teachers were coming from when it came to teaching writing.  It is also now used as an evaluation tool so the teachers can reflect on what they have learned and how they can apply that into their classrooms.  This anticipation guide help set up the way the sequence was taught and gave the teachers the ability to create and design lessons using the six traits.

The goal of the anticipation guide was for teachers to see how judgmental they can be and the different myths there are in writing.  Sometimes we do something one way for so long that we forget that there may be a newer or even a better way to teach our students how to do something.  This guide allowed the teachers to reflect on what their initial reaction to writing was and then gave them an opportunity to change that reaction based on what they had learned.

This post-assessment tool will be used on the last day of class and will go home with the teachers, along with a binder full of lessons and suggestions from their lead teacher.  This binder will be used as a tool to direct the teachers in their new direction with the six traits and will also serve as a data collection tool for future use.
