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Early Cold War:
Students will define 8 terms, 4 for the Soviet Union and 4 for the United States to identify the climate that existed in each country following World War II. (knowledge)

Students will summarize the containment policy that was popular in the US during the Cold War with a specific focus on how the Marshall Plan and Truman Doctrine fits into that policy. (comprehension)

Students will participate in a race and then apply what they have learned in the race to the arms race between the SU and US during the Cold War. (application)

Students will then get into groups analyze the effect of this arms build up on both countries. (analysis)  
Students will propose solutions (solve) to the Blockade of Berlin. (application)

Students will define the term McCarthyism. (knowledge) Then students will view the movie The Crucible in class and analyze how the movie relates to McCarthyism during the Cold War. (analysis)
Students will learn specific events tied to the Korean War.  They will then assess those events and propose possible solutions.  They will then explain why those steps were not taken. (evaluation)

Students will compare and contrast the space race from the perspective of the SU or US. (comprehension)
Students will read a description of the Bay of Pigs Invasion from the textbook.  They will then prepare an argument for a debate on whether or not the US was to blame for the failure of the action. (application)

Students will view the movie “13 Days” in class and then summarize he major events of the Cuban Missile Crisis by creating an illustrated timeline. (evaluation)

Students will research the evidence in the JFK assassination and report their finding to the rest of the class who will then develop a theory about the assassination. (application)

Middle Cold War:
Students will define major terms and events from the Vietnam War.  They will also summarize the major actions of the war.  They will show the effects that the media had upon the war and at home.  Students will compare and contrast events of the Vietnam war to events in the War on Terror today.  Students will anticipate a result in the War on Terror based on lessons learned during the Vietnam War, and finally, they will assess our involvement in Vietnam based on feelings of several groups affected by the Vietnam War. (this takes all levels of Blooms Taxonomy into account)
Students will analyze social unrest in the US and hypothesize how it led to the counterculture movement. (analysis)

Students will be able to summarize major events of the Civil Rights Movement. (comprehension)

Students will be able to describe the Watergate scandal and implications for the office of the President. (knowledge)

Late Cold War:

Students will assess and compare late Cold War events to determine the direction the US was heading at the time and the effect of these events on ending Cold War tensions between the US and SU. (evaluation)

Students will summarize the lasting impact of the Cold War on the US and rest of the world. (comprehension)
