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In my experience, the best way to teach history is in a chronological order.  Most textbooks are not completely arranged this way, but I try to keep my class this way.  Upon viewing my curriculum map, it becomes obvious that my class is arranged by early, middle, and late Cold War.  This is based on the year of the specific events and chronological order of the events.  There are a couple instances where a topic overlaps and I will finish one topic before moving on to another, but for the most part, my class goes from the past to the present.


I think it is easier for students to understand the relationships between events if they can think about them in the order that they occurred.  It is easier to see cause and effect this way, as well as understand the progress the US has made.  


When evaluating the material in the Cold War unit, students are given tests encompassing each subunit of the Cold War.  They are then given an opportunity to take a cumulative test over the cold war, or do a culminating project.  I will discuss this more in the Evaluation Strategy.
