Student Outcomes

· Students will respond to appropriate research based interventions provided by the general education teacher, intervention specialist and/or Title 1 Teacher.  Each intervention will be implemented for a minimum of six weeks and be progress monitored and charted by the teacher assigned to the task.  

· The student will participate in his or her own progress monitoring by stating what his or her goal is and what he or she is doing to meet this goal.  The student will also be responsible for charting/ graphing his or her own progress.

· The student will be responsible for helping the teacher collect evidence of his or her progress toward the goal which will be stored in his or her own portfolio.  

· The student will meet with the intervention team and his or her parents every six weeks to discuss progress and needs for further testing or interventions

Teacher Outcomes

*Teachers will participate in training and professional development on Response to Intervention Strategies.

*Teachers will inventory the strategies they use in their classroom and identify them as tier 1, 2 or 3 interventions.

*Teachers will assess their students learning styles and use this information to target individual and group interventions.

*Teachers will use progress monitoring tools including AIMSWEB to identify students who are not at the target level.

*Teachers will document progress monitoring information and use it to drive instruction.

*Teachers will collaborate with the special education staff to target more intensive strategies.
