Evaluation Strategy
This effectiveness of this course will be evaluated by using both formative and summative assessments.  At the beginning of the course, students will be given a survey that asks them what they want to get out of this course and why they are required to take this course.  Initial data will also be gathered to have a baseline of where students are at.  This Data will not only show the student’s limited knowledge of the content to be covered, but will also show the present levels of the students communication and critical thinking skills.  Their skills will be assessed at the end of the year as well.


Short term and long-term assessment data will be used to drive differentiated classroom instruction.  This measurement will not only include quizzes and tests, but also group projects, essays, presentations, and classroom discussion.  The state-mandated Ohio Graduation Test results will be used and compared to other districts data to show the courses effectiveness in meeting the state mandated curriculum.  This course can also be evaluated by using OGT data to compare effectiveness of this course to data of our schools students when they did not take this course.  Finally a student’s test score on the OGT can be compared to their OAT score from when they were in 8th grade or 5th grade to show their improvement in Social Studies skills throughout their school careers.

Administrators and other teachers could observe and interview the teacher leading the curriculum or students in the course to assess the courses effectiveness.  


Once all of this data is collected, this curriculum can be fairly evaluated.  The curriculum will then be changed or modified to include more emphasis or skills, or a different sequencing of content.  If the needs of the learner and society are not being met, then the entire curriculum may need to be changed.
