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A planned social studies curriculum focuses on characteristics to help children understand and function in their personal and social worlds. These learnings must be developed systematically from an early age, so that children move from their embedded egocentric ways to a broader and more structured conceptual organization of the world around them.

The curriculum would be taught over the course of three to four months.  Each benchmark and its indicators will be introduced in increments. Each concept would be thoroughly explained and built upon methodically according to the contend standards.    

The first segment will involve analyzing and describing people in societies.  These skills are very important for every individual to function successfully in society.  We will describe the similarities and differences within cultures, as they pertain to basic human needs.  We will then identify diverse cultural practices, as well as family and local traditions. Finally, we will examine how other countries put emphasis on roles of men, women and children in daily life.


Secondly, we will dive into the section of geography.  This section will focus on location, places and regions, and human environmental interaction.  Location will be used to identify and correctly use terms related to direction and distance.  The construction of maps and models will also be used throughout this section.  Another important aspect that will be taught is the ability to use symbols to locate places of significance.  The places and regions section describes the physical features and human features of places in the community.  Lastly, human environmental interaction will show human adaptations to variations in the physical environment i.e. food, clothing, shelter, transportation, and recreation.


The next segment of our social studies curriculum is government.  There are two important aspects that will be discussed, the role of government and rules and laws.  Role of government will have an emphasis on the role of authority as it pertains to safety and security of individuals.  We will then emphasize voting and symbols that represent democracy within the U.S.  The next important section within government, rules and laws, will show the need for rule and the consequences that come with violating rules.


The last segment is citizenship rights and responsibilities.  Students will be shown the importance of fair play, good sportsmanship, respect for rights, and the “golden rule”.  The rights and responsibilities that will be focused on are: demonstration of self-direction in school tasks, accountability for actions, pride in personal achievements, and citizenship traits.


The learning of social studies is different from other subjects such as math and reading.  This is because it does not need to flow in any chronological order.  Each social studies topic included in the curriculum is important and should be taught thoroughly; for these topics help to instill values and morals for the children of our future.
