Evaluation Strategies
     This unit will use a combination of formative and summative strategies for the purpose of evaluation. Students will meet a variety of criteria throughout the course of this unit including the following:

1. Keep an organized notebook of handouts and hand-written notes accumulated throughout the unit and submit for grading upon teacher request.

2. Complete assigned reading following a prescribed syllabus.

3. Present an organized oral presentation of assigned chapter(s) which will include the following:

a. Introduction of new characters in the chapter.

b. Summary of chapter.

c. Analysis and discussion of how chapter advances the theme and plot of the novel.

4. Perform at a level of 70 percent or higher on evaluative tests and quizzes.
     Students should further be prepared to successfully complete any writing prompts directly related to the content of the novel including potential essay(s) that may appear on the course final exam.

     These evaluation strategies will allow the instructor to determine the knowledge obtained by the students regarding contextual concepts.
