Learning Outcomes

Adult ESL Class
Medical Subunit:

· Students will find and read healthy awareness medical literature. 
· Students will learn vocabulary words associated with illnesses and symptoms.

· Students will write lists and paragraphs about an illness they have experienced.

· Students will practice verbalizing symptoms through a doctor/patient role-play situation. 
Law Subunit:

· Students will discuss the meaning of “law” including different rules, types of protection, and the police force.

· Students will explore the 1st Amendment freedoms as they might apply to their own lives.
· Students will read about different crimes in a newspaper.

· Students will listen to a video describing legal terms, commercial law, and court vocabulary.

Schedules Subunit

· Students will use authentic materials, such as store hours and bus schedules, to read examples of different schedules.

· Students will listen to television or radio advertisements for activities that they would like to add to their daily schedules.
· Students will describe to each other their daily schedules using common “schedule” expressions.

· Students will write a copy of their daily schedule in paragraph form and in bulleted list form.

Weather Subunit: 

· Students will write a short paragraph describing a storm that they have experienced such as a tornado, a hurricane, or a thunderstorm.

· Students will explore a Website that forecasts different weather scenarios.

· Students will watch and listen to a video that interviews people about the weather and uses adjectives to describe the weather.

· Students will describe to each other a situation when they experienced bad weather using specific vocabulary words.

Errands Subunit: 

· Students will write a grocery list using different food vocabulary

· Students will read an informational packet about a local mall to answer various questions about the mall.

· Students will find a dry cleaner and ask questions about the process of dry cleaning clothes.

· Students will role-play a client/bank teller situation using specific banking vocabulary.
