Instructional Design

Rationale


The rationale behind this poetry unit is two fold. The first reason for this unit is that it covers a variety of concepts and terms that are applicable to other units in Sophomore Language Arts. These units include short stories, literature, and creative writing. The second reason for this unit is that students must understand its concepts in order to succeed on the OGT.


Poetry is a great tool for teaching the concepts of figurative language, mood, and imagery. Poems are short and very descriptive. Often, they utilize a variety of forms of figurative language in a short period of time in order to convey a strong message. This differs from short stories because they often are longer and contain less descriptive language. 


Often, students shy away from poetry for a variety of reasons. They do not understand it, they do not appreciate its messages, or they are simply not interested in the subjects it covers. In order to create students who have experienced a wide range of diverse concepts, it is important to encourage the study of poetry. Poems are rich in culture, creativity, and descriptive language. These are all valuable things for students to study and practice.

4. Students will use sound devices to judge mood and tone of various forms of poetry. (Evaluation)

1. Students will define and explain key terms related to the creation of mood in poetry (Knowledge)
2. Students will write explanations describing how mood can be created in poetry (Comprehension)
3. Students will analyze poetry to identify mood and purpose, utilizing the skills they learned in this sub unit. (Analysis)
Sub Unit 4 – Rhyme and Rhyme Scheme:

1. Students will define and understand various types of rhyme utilized in poetry.

2. Students will demonstrate an understanding of rhyme patterns in poetry.

3. Students will apply their understanding of rhyme and rhyme scheme to the analysis of several poems. 

4. Students will identify and explain how rhyme is used in poetry to establish mood.

5. Students will use their knowledge or rhyme and rhyme scheme to write original poetry.

Sub Unit 5 – Meter/Metrical Feet:

1. Students will define key terms related to meter and metrical feet in poetry. (Knowledge)
2. Students will demonstrate and understand of meter and metrical feet by demonstrating their usage in a variety of poems. (Comprehension)
3. Students will explain the significance of meter and metrical feet in the formation of Shakespeare’s sonnets. (Application)
4. Students will analyze poems in order to identify the use and purpose of a variety of forms or meter and metrical feet. (Analysis)
Sub Unit 6 – Poetry Project

1. Students will define the key terms from the entire poetry unit in this culminating project. (Knowledge)
2. Student will explain the use of key terms from this unit. (Comprehension)

3. Students will analyze several poems that they selected, using the skills from this unit. (Analysis)

4. Students will apply the skills learned in this unit in order to evaluate various elements of poems for this project. (Application)
5. Students will compose original poetry using the terms and concepts from this unit. (Synthesis)

2. Focus of Lesson: Students will be provided with a definition of sound devices and a list of various sound devices used in poetry. Then students will take notes over each of the individual sound devices.

3. Closure to Lesson: Students will orally summarize the information they learned in class today. They will discuss how sound is used and why it is important in poetry.

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Sub Unit 4: Rhyme Scheme











Concept: Understanding and application of various forms of rhyme in poetry.





Overview: Understanding and utilizing rhyme scheme and forms of rhyme in poetry








Performance Objectives:


Students will learn and understand a variety of types of rhyme that are utilized in poetry. (Knowledge, Comprehension)


Students will learn how rhyme can be broken into identifiable patterns in poetry. (Knowledge, Comprehension)


Students will explain how patterns of rhyme contribute to poetry. (Analysis)


Students will analyze the way rhyme couples with figurative language and sound devices to establish mood and tone in poetry. (Analysis)


Students will apply their knowledge of rhyme and rhyme scheme to homework, quizzes, and a poetry project. (Comprehension, Synthesis)





Materials: Pen/pencil, paper, Smartboard, examples of poems containing various rhyme patterns.





Allotted Time: 10 Minutes





1. Readiness/Motivation for Lesson: (Pre assessment): Students will be asked to explain their personal definitions of rhyme. Then students will be showed an example of poetry containing a specific rhyme patter. Students will be asked to identify the patter.





Allotted Time: 25 Minutes





2. Focus of Lesson: After identifying the patter, the teacher will explain to students that these patters are known as rhyme scheme. Students will then take notes over the concepts of rhyme, rhyme scheme, and it’s application. Students will also be shown examples of rhyme patters in several poems. They will come to the Smartboard and identify the rhyme patter for each example.





Allotted Time: 5 Minutes





3. Closure to Lesson: (Post assessment) Teacher will hand out the homework assignment and explain it to students. Students will complete an assignment that asks them to identify the types of rhyme used in a poem and it’s actual rhyme scheme.
