Learning Outcomes

10th Grade Poetry Unit

Unit Outcomes:

1. Students will identify and analyze how an author uses figurative language, sound devices, and literary techniques to shape plot, set meaning, and develop tone.

2. Students will explain techniques used by authors to develop style.

3. Students will utilize multiple sources pertaining to single topic to critique the various ways authors develop their ideas.

4. Students will explain and analyze how an author appeals to an audience and develops an argument or viewpoint in text. 

5. Students will develop an understanding of poetry and poetic devices. 

6. Students will apply their knowledge of various poetry devices to other forms of literature.

Sub Unit 1 – Figurative Language:

1. Students will define and understand various types of figurative language. (Knowledge)

2. Students will explain the meanings of a variety of types of figurative language. (Comprehension)

3. Students will create their own original poems using a variety of types of figurative language. (Application)

4. Students will analyze poems to identify figurative language and explain the intended message of the poem. (Analysis)

Sub Unit 2 – Sound Devices:

1. Students will define and understand the various sound devices utilized in poetry. (Knowledge)

2. Students will demonstrate the ability to identify and explain the purpose of a variety of sound devices. (Analysis)

3. Students will create original poems using sound devices to enhance mood and convey meaning. (Synthesis)

4. Students will use sound devices to judge mood and tone of various forms of poetry. (Evaluation)

Sub Unit 3 – Mood:

1. Students will define and explain key terms related to the creation of mood in poetry (Knowledge)

2. Students will write explanations describing how mood can be created in poetry (Comprehension)

3. Students will analyze poetry to identify mood and purpose, utilizing the skills they learned in this sub unit. (Analysis)

Sub Unit 4 – Meter/Metrical Feet:

1. Students will define key terms related to meter and metrical feet in poetry. (Knowledge)

2. Students will demonstrate an understand of meter and metrical feet by demonstrating their usage in a variety of poems. (Comprehension)

3. Students will explain the significance of meter and metrical feet in the formation of Shakespeare’s sonnets. (Application)

4. Students will analyze poems in order to identify the use and purpose of a variety of forms or meter and metrical feet. (Analysis)

Sub Unit 5 – Poetry Project

1. Students will define the key terms from the entire poetry unit in this culminating project. (Knowledge)

2. Student will explain the use of key terms from this unit. (Comprehension)

3. Students will analyze several poems that they selected, using the skills from this unit. (Analysis)

4. Students will apply the skills learned in this unit in order to evaluate various elements of poems for this project. (Application)

5. Students will compose original poetry using the terms and concepts from this unit. (Synthesis)
