Evaluation Strategies
The main strategies that will be used are having open discussion groups to get a sense of where students are at and identify the misconceptions that are present during all the lessons. Essential questions will be asked to evaluate what students know and what their educational needs are both formally (tests and quizzes) and informally.  Lessons will focus on having small discussion groups to address the definition of emotional intelligence and establish connections to their peers. Instructor will evaluate by walking around and help to address the use of language and serve as a mediator among groups. Reflection will be included at the end of the day determining what students came away with from the class and tells instructor if they need to focus on some subject more than others. These reflections will be hand written and turned in that same day.  Role playing lesson activities will help in identifying different views of Darwin and his influences this includes mock trial settings or debate. Hands-on and minds-on group activities will be implemented to further the understanding of scientific inquiry and how it contributes to evolutionary theory. Quantitative and qualitative labs will address what students are struggling with and what needs to be addressed further in lecture. These labs will require lab write-ups and completions of data sheets.
These evaluation strategies all have an overall goal of addressing misconceptions; understand perspectives, and the thorough understanding of where the theory of evolution comes from and where it is going.
