Evaluation Strategy


A pre-assessment of the students knowledge of slope, graphing, and solving of equations will be given prior to the first day of the unit.  The assessments will be evaluated and the needs of the students will determine whether a pre-lesson is needed before getting into the unit concepts.  Formative assessments will be given throughout the unit by the means of practice problems done both during and after class time, teacher-student questioning techniques, teacher observation of peer-to-peer collaboration, and exit tickets where the student writes what they learned in class.  


Summative assessments will include effort on homework, collaboration with peers, and a shown desire to improve each day.  There will be an open notes quiz to help instill the values of organization and being thorough.  The written project will be used as a summative assessment as will a unit test after the project has been completed.
