Evaluation Strategy

Science – Matter

Grade 4

The matter unit I have developed takes approximately 20 days to complete.  A pre-assessment is given the first day to give me an idea of what prior knowledge the students have about matter.  The students keep a portfolio throughout the course of the unit to store data they have collected, as well as definitions and any other activity sheets they have completed.  During the hands-on activities I take anecdotal notes as a way to track which students seem to be, or do not seem to be grasping the concept, and what needs must be addressed if the concept is not being understood.  I will give a quiz mid unit that covers the material that has been discussed and explored thus far.  This formative assessment allows me to get an even clearer picture of what topics must be revisited before continuing the unit.  At the end of the unit, a final assessment will be administered after two days of review.  Students will be evaluated in various ways for the final assessment. There will be a portion that requires the students to demonstrate their knowledge using the paper and pencil method.  Students will also show what they know by traveling to various stations measuring the volume and mass of objects, identifying the states of matter, as well as chemical and physical changes.  The student’s portfolio will also be a part of their final formative assessment.
