My sequencing rationale for this curriculum design includes learning experiences that will be presented to the learner in a way where reading skills will be introduced at different points throughout the year, be revisited each month, and build upon each other. To teach reading in Kindergarten within a balanced literacy program there needs to be several components implemented in the classroom including phonemic awareness skills, phonics, guided reading, vocabulary skills, and elements contained in the reading process and reading applications. This Kindergarten Reading curriculum design is sequenced according to the Learning-Related (familiarity, difficulty, and development) sequencing pattern. 

The first skills would stem from the phonemic awareness, word recognition, and fluency standard. Students will be encouraged to know, recognize, read, and spell his or her own name, something that is most familiar to them. New skills would then be introduced including syllables, rhyming words, and making predictions during read-alouds. The reading concepts taught would then gain in difficulty involving letter recognition and letter sounds, blending phonemes and reading high frequency sight words. 

Branching off the first standard would include elements that would encourage acquisition of vocabulary.  The students will be taught environmental print, directional and categorical words, using picture dictionaries, and understanding new words from conversation

After students have a foundation in phonemic awareness, word recognition, and vocabulary, they would then be exposed to reading processes and reading applications. During guided reading lessons, shared reading experiences, small group interactions, and whole group lessons, students would learn concepts such as establishing the main idea, characters, and story setting, sequencing events, comparing and contrasting, and answering and asking questions.  

In my chronological pattern, I created a chart to illustrate how the units and skills would be taught in a sequential order throughout the year and into each month. This reading curriculum would be implemented throughout the course of the school year, with new and different skills from each standard initiated at various times. This way, students are able to build off of skills they already have and learn reading abilities and strategies in a developmentally appropriate way.
