Evaluation Strategy

The animal kingdom unit will use both formative and summative evaluations to provide an understanding of the students’ knowledge.  Pre-assessments will be used at the introduction of each unit to evaluate student’s prior knowledge.  Post-assessments will be given at the end of each unit. Formative evaluations will be given at the end of both the vertebrate and invertebrate units.  This will inform the teacher of what the students learned and retained throughout the unit.   The students will be creating power points and using word documents to show their understanding of the material.  The students will also be taking interactive quizzes on the computer to analyze what they have learned.


Since the summative evaluation is comparative it will be looked at each year.  Information to look for in the summative evaluation would be, Is this curriculum at a level that can be understood by students with cognitive disabilities?  Does the curriculum incorporate technology?
