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Evaluation strategies in kindergarten can be somewhat limiting.  It is not usually possible to give any sort of formal assessment with a test or essay at the end of a unit.  The majority of assessment at the kindergarten level comes from observation, project assessment, and discussion with the students.


When evaluating the success of the science content I will rely heavily on observation and discussion.  I will observe student interactions with one another and observe them during their exploration and investigation of the content. 


When evaluating the social studies content I will again rely on observation and class discussions to assess whether or not students understand the concepts being introduced.


For the fine arts activities I will rely on the final project whether it is an art project or performance to tell me whether or not students have gained the necessary skills to complete the work successfully.  


For the areas that will be assessed by observation and discussion I will create check sheets and observation guides in order to be sure that I am checking for the necessary skills that need to be demonstrated.  I will also create a checklist for items such as successfully creating patterns, counting syllables, etc.
