Evaluation Plan

Students will be evaluated formatively and summatively during each subunit and at the end of each subunit.  During each subunit, student work will be monitored for understanding.  Most importantly, students will be asked to recall information about the concepts throughout the course so that their understandings of the concepts are able to be ascertained.  In terms of summative assessments, students will be provided with choices so that they can demonstrate their knowledge of the topic in a manner that is most comfortable to them.  For example, at the end of the Scarcity subunit, students may choose to describe why the businesses in “Boom Town” were created.  Or, students could describe a time in their lives where they were presented with choices and needed to make a decision between them based on limited resources.  The summative assessments that will be offered for each subunit will measure the same concept area but provide the student more freedom in how they express that knowledge.
