Instructional Design

Rationale/Statement of Purpose
In any given school day, there isn’t enough time.  More and more requirements are placed on teaching, yet the school day is not expanding to meet the increasing standards and expectations.  Since the length of the school day is not going to increase, teachers need to get creative in their teaching methods.  Curriculum coordination is a way to cover concepts in more depth to ensure that students have a better understanding.  And even though much, if not all, of our curriculum comes to us pre-packaged, “the content needs to be put into context for the student if any significant, meaningful learning is going to occur.  (Chiarelott, 2006). Contextualizing that instruction can ensure that they internalize the information that is presented.  
The philosophy driving this instructional design has a blend of behaviorism and constructivism.  The following lessons have been developed using the basic lesson plan model.  All activities have an introductory, developmental, and concluding activity.  The introductory phase of the lesson includes a five or ten minute activity to introduce the concept.  The procedures, or developmental phase, include examples, discussion questions, or opportunities to make connections with their existing schemas.  The lessons conclude with the students summarizing their knowledge through a real world example.  The evaluation or assessment stage involves the students practicing the concepts that were introduced and discussed, as well as making connections to other content areas and their community.

Unit Pre-Assessment (Day 1) 30 minutes:  
Students will be shown power point slides with pictures.  The students will identify as a good or a service, producer or consumer.
Lesson 1:  Goods and Services 
Duration of lesson will be two 30 minutes sessions
Essential Questions:  What are goods and services?

Objectives:

1. Students will be able to list businesses in the community and categorize those businesses as providing goods, services, or both goods and services.

2. Students will be able to categorize items as a good or a service

3. Students will be able to identify businesses in the story Boom Town as providing goods, services, or both goods and services

4. Students will write about a business they would start in a boom town and describe the goods and/or services they would provide to the community.
Materials:
ENO board

Shopping bag with a shirt, box of macaroni and cheese, and a video game

Word web

Chart for Boom Town businesses

Writing paper and rubric for lesson post assessment

Procedure:
Session 1 (30 minutes)

Explain to the students that I have been out shopping and running errands all day/night/weekend.  Show the students my shopping bag.  Write the word “goods” on the board.  Provide the definition of the word goods as something that is made to be sold, something you can touch.
Remove one item from the bag.  Ask the students to guess the type of store where the item was purchased, and record reasonable responses on the word web for goods.  Repeat this process for each item in the bag.  

When the bag is empty, explain that I also spent some money on services, which could not be carried in the bag.  Write the word “services” on the board.  Provide students with scenarios, such as “I had my teeth cleaned”, “I had the oil changed in my car” and “I got my hair cut”.  Have the students to share where you had been for each of those items.  Record reasonable responses on the services word web.  Provide the definition of the word services as work done for other people.  
Using the ENO board, make a list of businesses in our community that offer goods and services.  As each business is listed, ask students if the business offers goods, services, or both.  Save list on computer for next day’s lesson.

Session 2:  Goods and Services (30 minutes)

Remind students of the list created yesterday of the businesses in the community that offer goods and services.  Briefly review the list.

Put students into groups of two.  Students will work in pairs to list all the businesses that were created in the reading story Boom Town.  Students will categorize the businesses as offering goods, services, or both.  
Assessment:  Provide writing instructions and rubric to all students.  Explain that you are going to give each student $5,000 to start a business in a boom town.  Relate how each business in Boom Town was created by someone who had a talent in that area.  Have the student’s think of something they are knowledgeable about or are good at and develop a business.  Go over the instructions and rubric.  
Lesson 2:  Producers and Consumers
Duration of lesson:  one 30 minute session
Essential Questions:  What is the relationship between producers and consumers?

Objectives:

1. Students will be able to define a producer and a consumer

2. Students will be able to provide examples of producers and consumers in their community

3. Students will be able to explain how a person can be both a producer and a consumer.

Materials

Saved (on computer) lists of businesses listed from the story Boom Town.

Producer and Consumer Worksheet

Cards with names of occupations

Procedure:

Arrange four chairs in the front of the room to represent a car (2 chairs in the front, 2 chairs in the back).  Then sit in the driver’s seat and tell the students to imagine that you are a taxi driver.  Pretend to start the engine and ask if anyone needs a ride.  Select two volunteers to sit in the backseat of the taxi and ask them where they need to go.  After a few moments of driving, apply the brakes and tell the passengers the amount of their fare.  Have students pretend to pay before they return to their seats.  Next, as I drive off, announce that your taxi needs gas and you are driving to the gas station.  Ask a volunteer to fill your taxi’s tank.  Once the tank is full, ask the volunteer how much you owe and pretend to pay him/her.  Then have the student return to their seat.  

Explain to the students that you have just acted as a producer and a consumer.  Write both words on the board and discuss them.  A producer is a person or business that makes or grows something to sell, and a consumer is a person or business who buys goods and services.  Ask them who were the consumers in our “play” and who were the consumers.  Explain that a producer can also be a consumer when they buy items they need to make their items or offer their services.  

Have students brainstorm other examples of a person who is both a producer and a consumer.  Write ideas on the board.  Also list ways they are both a producer and a consumer.
Assessment

Have students get into pairs.  Each pair will draw an occupation card from the box.  Students need to list three ways the person is a consumer and three ways the person is a producer.

Lesson 3:  Division of Labor and Specialization 
Duration of lesson:  three 30 minute sessions
Essential Questions:  What are the costs and benefits of a division of labor and specialization?
Objectives:

1. Students will be able to compare and contrast the advantages and disadvantages to a division of labor.

2. Students will be able to describe the term specialization.
3. Students will be able to identify businesses in their community that have a division of labor.

4. Students will be able to identify businesses in their community that specialize.

Materials:

Paper bags, construction paper, glue, scissors, crayons
ENO board

Division of labor evaluation

Procedures:
Session 1 (approximately 30 minutes)
Ask students if they have ever been to McDonalds.  Have students brainstorm a list of jobs that they have noticed within that business.  Explain to the students that there are many people who work together to make McDonalds run smoothly just like there are many people at our school who work together to make our school run smoothly.  Have students brainstorm a list of jobs that they have noticed at our school.  Record their responses on the ENO board.  

Take students on a field trip to the cafeteria.  The food service personnel will give them a tour of our kitchen and explain each duty or job that is needed in the cafeteria to make it run smoothly.  Upon return to the room, ask students what they think a division of labor and specialization mean.  Define division of labor as assigning each person a particular duty to get a job done.  Specialization is choosing to make or buy certain goods or services.

Session 2 (30 minutes)

Review the terms division of labor and specialization.  Explain to the students that we are going to start our own business called the “Trick or Treat Paper Bag Company”.  The class needs to be divided into two teams (equal number on both teams, if possible).  The first team will be called the Division of Labor team (DOL) and the second team will be called the Do-It-Yourself team (DIY).  

Both teams will be making decorated trick or treat bags.  Explain that on the DOL team each team member will have a specific job and on the DIY team each team member will produce the entire product from beginning to end.  
The classroom should be set so that all materials are in a central location for both teams to access.  Explain how the bags should be made to the entire class.  Assign and explain each specific job to the DOL team members.  Allow students time to make bags.

At the end of the session, the number of bags completed correctly for each team is tallied.   
Session 3 (30 minutes)
Have students reflect on their experience yesterday and how it worked for their team and how it felt working on their team.  Ask students which team made the most bags.  Also ask other questions such as:  which team made the most mistakes, which team made a better quality/decorated bag, how did it feel working on your team, and what did you notice about how your team worked together?

Assessment:

Complete the Division of Labor worksheet together as a class.  Use the questions as a discussion point and have students complete the written portion.

Post Assessment:  (two 30 minute sessions)

Session 1 (30 minutes)

Have students think of McDonalds.  Using their knowledge of the fast food restaurant complete the business plan questionnaire together as a class on the ENO board.  

Session 2 (30 minutes)
Explain to students that you are going to give each of them $5,000 teacher bucks to start any business they would like in our community.  However, in order to receive their money they need to complete this business plan telling me about their business. 
You are to walk around as students complete the form.  Answer all questions students may have about their work.  Question students when you notice that their answers are off track or need more detail.  Encourage students to push their thinking about the topic or question.
