Evaluation Strategy

Grade 4 Geography


Both formative and summative evaluations will be conducted for the 4th grade geography unit in social studies.  The teacher will administer pre- and post assessments to determine geography knowledge and interest in subject matter.  It is extremely important to keep in mind developmental appropriateness while including skills and components required in the twenty-first century.


The teacher will use a variety of ways to formatively evaluate students.  Observation, quizzes, projects and tests can be used to evaluate student achievement.  Students will also be given short, penalty-free quizzes about one time a week.  These quizzes will not count as a part of a student’s grade, but will be used to determine the concepts and objectives that need to be met. After evaluating the data obtained through formative assessments, students will be required to attend intervention or whole group instruction for the particular objective.  


Students will be given one summative test at the end of each unit.  Students will be graded on those tests.  In addition to the summative unit tests, the learner can be evaluated at the end of the year, using a summative achievement teacher-made test.  The elementary social studies curriculum will be evaluated by all 4th grade social studies instructors to determine if it should be modified or to continue in the current state.

The elementary 4th grade teachers will meet one time a week to discuss the learner’s needs.  Students should be evaluated and placed with the appropriate teacher for intervention that week.  An exit evaluation will be given to determine if the student met the target for the week.  The teachers will then decide if modifications are appropriate to the curriculum, or if the pace should be altered.  All forms of testing will be valuable information for the instructor to reflect and understand the individual learner. Essential questioning will make the unit more meaningful and should engage the students, while making his/her learning a more personal experience.
