Sequencing Rationale
This unit is organized according to the Ohio Academic Content Standards. I chose to setup my subunits by order of the Social Studies benchmarks. My subunit will all work together in order to accomplish the total goal of the students learning the why and the how of the American Civil War and Reconstruction.
The first subunit, “Explain the Causes of the American Civil War”, is a logical starting point for this unit as students will explore Sectionalism and its effect on the nation’s political, economic, and social structure which led to the American Civil War. 
In the second subunit, “Explain the Course and Consequences of the American Civil War” the students will explore the key contributions of certain individuals, and their effects on the social and political landscape of the country. The students will learn about key battles of the American Civil War and why they are important. Students will also analyze the important documents that were created and read by President Abraham Lincoln. Finally, students will be able to explore the end of the American Civil War and its significance.
The finale subunit, “Analyze the Consequences of the Reconstruction”, will have students explore the political importance of President Abraham Lincoln’s assassination. This subunit will describe how the South was rebuilt and the racial problems that came as a result. Students will also be able to identify how the Federal Government gained strength during Reconstruction and how this still affects us today.
