Evaluation Strategy
9th grade unit: Force and Motion


Teaching the concepts of force and motion to ninth grade science students is an important role in society today.  This unit will include both formative and summative evaluations to ensure that the topics are being covered effectively.  Students, teachers, and administrators will all be included in the evaluation processes throughout the unit.  

As far as the formative evaluations are concerned the students will be given quizzes, tests, labs, and teacher observations.  The teacher will administer all of these evaluations and will be conducted throughout the entire unit.  Each sub-unit will have a test at the end of each and at the end of the entire unit there will be one final test.  The quizzes will be given throughout the sub-units to judge the understanding of specific smaller topics.  Labs will be conducted throughout the sub-units the help with further understanding of different topics.  During the conduction of the labs the students will be observed by the teacher to check for comprehension.

Summative evaluations will be conducted both pre- and post unit.  A pre-test will be given to the students to judge how much they know about the topic.  At the end of the unit a post-test will be given to see how much progress each individual will have made.  Also the students will take the Ohio Graduation Test in 10th grade which evaluates not only what they have learned in 10th grade but also the topics covered in 9th grade.  After the students have taken these tests the teacher will meet with other teachers and administrators to discuss the effectiveness of the lessons based on the information provided by all of the evaluations.
