Evaluation Strategy

While it is obvious that writing is an important skill for the 21st century learner, it is not as obvious how writing should be assessed in the classroom.  Because various skills need to be addressed throughout the year, each unit will focus on a specific skill to be assessed with the intention of evaluating student progress in the form of a writing portfolio.


Objective tests and assessments will be given throughout the year while studying terms and concepts, but student writing must be evaluated subjectively.  In each unit, students will be working toward the submission of a final product.  There will be elements in that final product that will be evaluated specifically, dependent upon the focus of the unit.  For example, in the poetry unit students might be required to write eight different types of poems.  The completion of this portion of the assignment ensures that students are able to differentiate between types of poetry.  In each unit, this grade will be combined with a subjective evaluation of student progress and effort.  

All writing will be returned to the student where they will make corrections and resubmit to include in their final writing portfolio.  The creation of a portfolio will be a physical representation of student progress.  It also ensures that students monitor their writing, ask for revisions, and ultimately make improvements to their writing.
