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 The sequencing rationale never remains the same from year to year. As we have learned there are many factors that drive our planning; first and foremost the learners in the classrooms.  As the year begins, all students are assessed within our district.  A wide variety of screeners, beginning assessments, file reviews and teacher summaries are compiled to provide a baseline for each student.  Teachers are required to submit information and attend meetings to discuss students, their needs and patterns or specific issues as it relates to achievement the see within the classroom as a whole. Administration then works to plan (and monitor) professional development and ways to support the teachers and students for the year based from need. 
Concepts reviewed and discussed include some of the following (pulled from the concept map) with the expectation that all staff will work to ensure benchmarks (usually set individually with administration) are met. 
· Classroom Management 

· 10/11: All staff will work to reduce the number of students removed from the classroom during instruction by 10%; employing various classroom management techniques as trained.  

· Professional Development for Teachers and Staff
· 10/11: Teachers will engage higher order thinking from students with the use of Blooms and Marzano’s strategies twice as much than in previous years. 
· 10/11: Teachers will employ a minimum of two extended response questions aligned with the ODE testing rubric weekly; score them compare/contrasting improvements and log student growth.
· Testing Vocabulary and Test Taking Tips 

· 10/11:  Once a week two testing vocabulary words/phrases and one test taking tip will be presented to all students from approved lists. Teachers will explain and incorporate the words and into cross-curricular units and assess retention weekly. Staff will monitor students for testing vocabulary usage/recall throughout the building, rewarding students for correct use.  Administration will randomly assess student’s memorization and use of testing tips.    

· Communication to the Parents regarding at home activates to prepare

· 10/11: Teachers will communicate weekly activities and reminders to parents specific to the OAA testing in all classroom newsletters.
