Curriculum Unit-Day 5
Academic Content Standards:

· Data analysis and Probability Standard: Data collection: 1. Pose questions, use observations, interviews, and surveys to collect data, and organize data in charts, picture graphs, and bar graphs.

· Data analysis and Probability Standard: Data collection: 2. Read, interpret and make comparisons and predictions from data represented in charts, picture graphs, and bar graphs
Rationale:

· This lesson is appropriate for my students because it is important for them to be able to read and interpret data.  They will have to be able to read the data from charts, picture graphs, and bar graphs. In addition, it is important to be able to recognize the differences and similarities between two objects by using a Venn diagram.  It will help them to succeed in daily life by achieving the expected standards.
Objectives: 
· Given two objects the students will be able construct a Venn diagram.
· After recording their findings, the students will be able to orally and pictorially the differences and similarities of two objects.   
Lesson Summary:

· I will show the children a blank circle chart that we did the day before and we will remind ourselves about what we used the circle charts for.  I will combine the circles and tell the students that we call the graph a Venn diagram.  I will go over each part and we will do an example comparing and contrasting two boys in the classroom.  Then I will give the children a blank Venn diagram and they will have to work with their partner comparing and contrasting a Ritz cracker and an Oreo cookie.  After they complete the graph I will put it on the Smartboard while the children tell me what each part is for and how to label it.  
Resources:

· Smartboard
· Oreo Cookie
· Ritz Cracker
· Venn Diagram
Procedures:

Readiness (Engagement):




Allotted Time: 15 minutes
· Show the children the circle charts on the overhead and ask them what we used the circles for the day before.

· Remind them about the bird and dog example.

· Tell the children that we are going to learn how to make a different kind of graph and that graph is called a Venn diagram.  

· While the children are looking at the Smartboard combine the two circles.

· Explain that the outside parts of the circles are the two different objects that we practiced the day before.  Explain that the middle are the similarities (or likes) of the two objects.

· Go over the graph one more time and allow the students to tell you about the graph.  

· Pull two names out of the name bag (have them be two boys or two girls).

· Have the two students go in front of the class and explain to the class that we are going to compare and contrast our friends.

· Explain that they are expected to respect each other

· Ask the children:

· “How am I going to label this …What is this graph called?” 

· When the class helps you label the Venn diagram allow them to start comparing and contrasting.  

· Explain that they have to tell you where to put the information on the graph.

· Make a couple mistakes on purpose so the children can correct you and find your mistakes.  

· When the graph is complete, give the students a hand and ask them to get with their partner.  

Focus of Lesson:





Allotted Time: 15 minutes
· Show the children the two items they are going to compare and contrast. 

· Explain that we can compare and contrast these items by looking, smelling, feeling, and tasting.  Tell the children to do the tasting part last so they have their cookie and cracker until the very end. 

· Go over on how to label the Venn diagram on the Smartboard.

· Give the children each a Venn diagram, cookie, and cracker.  Ask them what thy need to do first before starting (label).

· Leave the Venn diagram on the Smartboard for a reference. Once they have labeled, allow them to work on their Venn diagram.

· Give them a one minute warning and ask them to put their hands on their head when they are ready to listen.  

Closure:






Allotted Time: 10 minutes.  

· When the children are ready choose one name out of the name bag and that pair of students will have to share at least one item from their Venn diagram.

·  When they give you an answer have the children tell you where to put it on the diagram.

· When every group has had a turn ask them if there is anything else they would like to add to the Venn diagram that is not on there.  

· Talk about the Venn diagram as a class and if everyone agrees on it and then tell the children they can eat the rest of their cookie and cracker. 

· Collect their Venn Diagrams
Assessment:

· Look at the collected Venn diagrams and look to see if they constructed it correctly.  

· Walk around the room and observe them working with their partner.

· Listen to them while they are comparing the two students in front of the class.   

Adjustments:

· Have the child take the Venn diagram one section at a time instead of looking at it as a whole.  
· Help the child and scaffold them while they are making their Venn diagram to guide them in the right direction.
