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Explain   
Assorted presentation styles should be used to cater for a variety of learning 
styles.  Not all presentation styles may be possible in the allocated time for 
participant experimentation.  

NOTE:  Teacher observation for identification of learning style may be preferable to student 
quiz.  (It depends on the student and situation.)

• Demonstrate use of OHT sheet for note taking 
• Booklet for Fair Tests 

 High Tech:   

Regular checking of available programs is worthwhile.  Subscribe to relevant discussion boards
