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I.  Communication
Students will:
A. Interact using extended spoken and written communication by providing and obtaining information about personal and physical characteristics, quantity, ownership, names and ages, and likes and dislikes. (Knowledge)
B.  Express a wide range of feelings and emotions, and discuss and support opinions about their likes and dislikes of hobbies and pastimes.  (Application)
C. Give and follow a series of complex directions to describe their relationship to family members.  (Knowledge)
D.  Follow complex oral or written directions and requests to determine names and ages of family and friends.  (Knowledge)
E. Use a variety of reading and listening strategies to derive meaning from texts.  (Analysis)
