Series One:  Federal Laws

· Educators will be able to identify who is entitled for FAPE (Free Appropriate Public Education). Memory/Recall
· Educators will be able to define “appropriate education” in accordance with FAPE. Memory/Recall
· Educators will be able to define “free education” in accordance with FAPE. Memory/Recall
· Educators will be able to identify FAPE provisions in NCLB (No Child Left Behind). Comprehension
· Educators will be able to identify FAPE provisions in Section 504 (Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973).  Comprehension
· Educators will be able to identify differences between IDEA (Individuals with Disabilities Education Improvement Act of 2004) and Section 504.  Analysis
· Educators will be able to explain how NCLB aligns with IDEA.  Analysis
· Educators will be able to explain HQT (Highly Qualified Teacher) requirements for Intervention Specialists and identify the differences in requirements as compared to General Education Teachers. Memory/Recall and Analysis
Series Two:  State Imposed Rules, Regulations, and Policies

· Given a scenario, Educators will be able to locate and refer to the Ohio Operating Standards for Students with Disabilities.  Application
· Educators will be able to explain confidentiality requirements and how they apply to parental consent and the release of records for students with disabilities.  Comprehension
· Educators will be able to identify situations in which procedural safeguards must be given to parents and explain the purpose of procedural safeguards.  Comprehension
· Educators will be able to identify the procedures for adopting ETRs and IEPs for students new to the district.  Memory/Recall
· Educators will be able to identify Manifestation Determination Requirements and explain the differences in the process for situations determined to be a manifestation of a student’s disability and the process for situations where a student’s behavior was determined not to be a manifestation of their disability.  Analysis
· Educators will be able to explain the purpose of a FBA (Functional Behavioral Assessment) and BIP (Behavior Intervention Plan) and describe the relationship between the two.  Analysis
· Educators will be able to describe the process for addressing behavior through the development of a FBA and BIP as part of a student’s IEP (Individualized Education Plan).  Comprehension
· Educators will be able to articulate timeline requirements and required team member attendance as related to IEP compliance. Memory/Recall
· Educators will be able to explain the relationship between a student’s ETR (Evaluation Team Report) and IEP as related to IEP compliance.  Analysis
· Educators will be able to identify the difference between accommodations and modifications.  Comprehension
· Educators will be able to explain the difference between allowable accommodations on state testing and accommodations and/or modifications that may be appropriate for the classroom but not allowable on state testing.  Synthesis
· Educators will be able to analyze an IEP goal and determine whether it meets S.M.A.R.T. (Specific, Measurable, Attainable, Realistic, and Time-Referenced) goal guidelines.  Evaluation
