
Evaluation Strategy

5th Grade Language Arts


Students will be evaluated during and at the conclusion of this unit in an effort to judge the instructional effectiveness and as a means to determine what further interventions are required in order to achieve objective mastery.  The evaluation of this unit will need to be planned and developed prior to implementation to ensure that it is aligned to the original intent of the unit objectives and desired learning outcomes.


The first level of understanding, the identification of each type of figurative language, will be assessed separately from the second level, the higher-level explanation phase.


The identification level will be evaluated by providing students with a number of grade-level appropriate reading selections with significant uses of each element of figurative language.  On initial assessments, students will simply have to determine if a selected statement from a passage reflect literal or figurative language.  Taking this phase a bit deeper, subsequent assessments will require students to identify figurative language examples as well as identify which specific type of figurative language (simile, metaphor, etc.) it represents.


Students’ learning will also be assessed on the explanation level.  Following the mastery of identification assessments, students will need to demonstrate knowledge by correctly explaining and interpreting found examples of figurative language.  On written assessments and constructed responses, students will need to defend why an author chose to use a specific type of figurative language and why using it as a literary device is, perhaps, more effective than choosing literal language.  



The evaluation will conclude by having educators evaluate results from all of the assessments to determine if the learning targets were effectively met.  If not, intervention strategies will need to be implemented as well a reflection on which elements of the unit could be stronger in subsequent teachings to increase proficiency of students.
