Unit 1-Still-Life 1
· Introduce students to gauging technique via demonstration
· Draw brown, geometric box first

· Draw outline and detail of flower

· Draw movement and folds of ribbon

· Connect technique to world outside-drawing correct proportions without using gauging technique

· Introduce value (lightness/darkness of an object)-participation (formative assessment)

Essential Questions:

What is value?

How would you add the value into the drawings?

How do you show movements in the ribbon?

What is gauging?

How is gauging beneficial to your drawings?

Unit 2- Geometric Still-Life
· Introduce new project to students

· Review gauging technique, detail, and movement from first unit.

· Demonstrate to students how to draw fold of fabric, all other objects have been drawn previously (box, ribbon, and flower)
· Connect perspective on still-life table to perspective in hallway

· Require all 8 steps of value from value scale into their drawing

Essential Questions

What is value?

How many values are needed into your drawing?

How are you supposed to draw the folds in the fabric?

What is gauging?

How is gauging beneficial to your drawing?

Unit 3-Small Still-Life

· Introduce students to different shapes, instead of a perfectly square box, the pedometer now has rounded edges

· Review gauging technique, detail, movement, and value from first two units

· Demonstrate how to gauge round objects from their widest parts and add value to rounded objects

· Stress showing extreme shadows and highlights by looking at lights reflecting off of round objects.  

Essential Questions

What is value?

How many values are needed in your drawing?

How are you supposed to gauge round objects?

What is gauging?

How is gauging beneficial to your drawing?

I connect the units by using the same shape, one with detail/design and one without.  The shapes start to change (from sharp corners to rounded corners) as the unit progress as well.  I ask the students similar questions from unit to unit.  This shows a connection between the technique they have learned to the drawing they are partaking in at the time being.
